B-122 – Request to add faux/cultured stone at the front of the home and courtyard
wall, request to change the paint color scheme of the home and request to add landscape lights to the front perimeter landscaping.  Bruce Martin moved to approve the addition of the faux stone, to approve changing the paint color scheme of the home; and deny the request for the perimeter landscape lights.  Motion carried.

C-35 - Request to remove two sections of view fencing and replace with masonry

block.  Bruce Martin moved to approve with stipulations that the homeowner must 

provide documentation to confirm that the footing of the wall is sufficient to 

support the proposed modifications and the homeowner is required to provide a 

copy of the permits from the City of Scottsdale.  Motion carried.

C-41 – Request for front yard landscape modifications.  Al Ricciardi moved to 
approve with stipulations that the proposed front decorative retaining wall to be 
setback a minimum of 10’ from the sidewalk.  Motion carried.

E-7 – Request approval for installation of awning.  Al Ricciardi moved to approve 
with provisions to waive prior requirement of submission pursuant to Article II.C. 

Submittal Process and that the homeowner is responsible for all repairs and maintenance of the awning.  Motion carried.
Committee Discussion:
1.  Awnings.  Al Ricciardi moved to approve the following Design Guideline verbiage changes – highlighted (Paragraph “R” – Page 26), prepared by Jim Gleason.  Motion carried.
Awnings

Retractable awnings are allowed, however, all awnings are subject to the following guidelines:

a) Modifications Committee approval is required prior to the installation of any awnings.

b) The awning color must be of a solid color that most closely matches the color of the house. A color sample must be submitted at the time of application for modification is submitted. Any exposed exterior housing/equipment must be painted to match the house. Brightly colored, striped, or awnings with designs are not permitted.

c) Awnings may not be installed on windows and/or doors facing the front yard as defined by the Design Guidelines.
d) Awnings must be retracted when not in use.  Either motorized or manually rolled awnings are acceptable.

e) Stationary awnings are not permitted.

f) Awnings should have a minimum five-year guarantee.

g) Homeowners are responsible for all repairs and maintenance of the awnings. All awnings must be maintained in a condition that is consistent with the community-wide standard. Discoloration or disrepair will necessitate prompt replacement.

2.  Board Resolution on View Fencing.  Al Ricciardi moved to formally approve the Resolution to require homeowners to obtain and submit copies of all necessary permits required by the City of Scottsdale to modify/replace view fencing with solid walls prior to the start of construction.  Motion carried.
