Old Business:

Brian and Janice Swenson, 7402 E. Visao Drive submitted a color sample for a sunblocking roll down shade.  Unanimously approved.

Mr.LeDonne's non compliance on our refusal to allow the increase of his North wall, because it exceeded the 6 foot height limit, was discussed by the committee and Mr.Roach.  At our June 20th meeting the chairperson told Mr. LeDonne that since he had not followed through with the requirements of the Design Guidelines any further discussions would have to be directed to Management or the Board. No further Modifications Committee action was required on this matter.

Steve Comstock also noted that a similar wall request was denied to Brian Dole, 31085 N. 72nd Place.

New Business:   Two Modification applications proposals were discussed 

at the meeting.

James  & Mary Gleason, 7235 E. Brisa Drive, request for a addition of one concrete block along the entire length of the existing wall along Scottsdale Road to make it uniform in height.  This would be covered with stucco and painted according to the Design Guidelines.  Unanimously approved.

William Lujan, 7732 E. Pontebella Drive, request for a courtyard gate and side panels near the garage area.  Request denied.  The gate and side panels did not follow Design Guidelines.  He may submit a new application for a gate that conforms with the design and color of homes in his neighborhood and the Design Guidelines.  Side panels are not permitted.

Chuck Roach announced that Bruce Martin will no longer represent the Board at our Modification Committee meetings. Our new representative will be Bob Shriver.  Mr.Martin has been appreciated as the Board representative to our committee.

Mr. Roach also encouraged each of us to seek community members for our committee and other committees that are short on members and applications at this time.

The next meeting will be August 8, 2006 at 5:30PM.
