The meeting was called to order at 5:32pm.  Phil Castrovinci presided and a quorum was established.

New members were welcomed into the committee. The May 10th minutes and the June 14th summary were approved as presented.

I. New Business 

a. Gleason
B-12 Request approval to paint house existing color. Approved as submitted.

b. DeMarte
D-40 Request of approval to leave watering-can containers in front yard location.  Water cans have been in place for the past 2 years. 

The committee felt that the cans looked nice and blended well with the surrounding landscape.  However a motion was made to table the issue pending clarification from the Board on the definition of a “pot” as mentioned in paragraph D “i” on page 20 of the Bellasera Landscape Design Guidelines manual.  The committee was afraid that a “pot” could be interpreted as a chicken with a plant in it or something less natural.  The committee unanimously voted to table the issue.  The motion to present the issue to the board also passed unanimously.

c. Lavin

D-47 Request approval to remove the wooden planter/ stepping stones and replace them with a more native color that matches the landscape.  
The committee caravanned out to the home to see the proposed stones.  After referencing page 16, paragraph B (1) and paragraph C (4) f on page 19, the board voted unanimously to disapprove the request and suggested flagstone or granite as an alternative.
d. Demarte
D-40 Request to relocate existing bush / tree butting up against view fence and leaving debris – move to right side of fireplace.  

As the project includes NAOS property, the committee voted to defer any handling of this project to the current City of Scottsdale regulations.  These were to be looked up by the property manager (Ben Smith) and conveyed to Mr. and Mrs. DeMarte.  The costs of any changes were to be paid for by the home owner.
e. Hobbs
D-81 Request 3 projects – raise existing fence, add wooden gate, and flagstone the enclosed courtyard and driveway.

The committee caravanned out to the home to see the current courtyard and compare these to the plans proposed.  The committee referenced several sections within the Bellasera Landscape Design Guidelines manual.  The committee voted unanimously to disapprove the wall height increase, disapprove the wooden gate, and approve the flagstone only in the courtyard.  The driveway was disapproved.
The committee made a motion to have the community manager make up copies of the updated “Landscape and Architectural Guidelines Packet and present them in binders to the committee at the next meeting.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
