The proposed agenda was rearranged to address new modifications first.  

I. June 20th minutes – unanimously approved

II. New Business 

a. A motion was made to accept the new modifications application form (Appendix A) as written by AAM.  The motion was seconded and approved.
b. Quale

Painting – mentioned as an upcoming attraction.  The committee asked the management to supply CC&R’s/guidelines discussing repainting at the time of the pending application review.  A letter of thanks is to be sent to Mrs. Quale for prompt response.
c. Stoiber
B-49 Black Slate Violation – verbal request disapproved.  The committee decided that exceptions can not be “grandfathered-in” even though they did not receive prior notice of violation at the time of purchase.  A letter will be sent to the homeowner asking for removal the violating slate pending proof of documentation admitting receipt of CC&R’s at the time of purchase.

D-35 Request to keep black slate walkway – Disapproved.  A letter will be sent to the home owner asking the homeowner to remove the slate in violation.

Crawford Love Stressed to the Community that although not everyone will agree with the final proposal of the Board to the Commission. THIS IS THE BEST THAT BELLASERA COULD AGREE ON.  People who disagree were invited to speak at the Planning Commission Hearing on Aug 24, 2005 and express their concerns to the commission.

A written synopsis of Bellasera Community’s agreed upon desires from the Pederson property was read aloud to the attendees.  A motion was made to propose this final perspective as that of Bellasera to the Commission.  The motion was seconded and passed 2 to 3 with Phil Castrovinci voting “Nae” and Henry Mortarotti abstaining.
