Crawford Love presided over the meeting, which began with a quorum at 5:45pm.  Agenda was followed as proposed:
I. October 18th minutes were not approved, pending correction –          changed to read that Crawford Love and Anna Ingram recused themselves from voting on their own modification requests.

II. Old Business

a. Kirsch/Kluger C-53.  Hope Kirsch presented their argument, requesting approval of proposed oversized ramada.  Committee discussed, voted 2-1 for disapproval.  Further discussion, including consideration of lot sizes vs. ramada square footage.  Decision was made that modifications committee would re-vote, based upon their viewing the actual site at the end of the meeting.

III. New Business

a. Bornstein D-52  Spa in backyard – approved based upon drawing,   advising that building materials and colors comply with design guidelines and permits are obtained.

b. Klodt C-5  Water softener loop, softener and filters to be installed near water supply lines, but behind wall, not visible from street – approved.
c. Konner B-123  Extension of backyard patio per drawing provided – approved on condition that all setback requirements are observed.

d. A-09  Window in garage wall – approved.  Requested design specs to be included with modifications request.

IV. Pederson Development

We reviewed the conceptual site plan, elevations, walls, construction elements, landscape, and project application provided by Pederson.

Items still needed from Gary Pederson:

1. Draft contract of construction easement

2. Contract with Bellasera to satisfy homeowners’ landscaping requirements

V. Revisit Kirsch/Kluger
Committee toured C-53.  Barry Kluger compromised by reducing the proposed size of the ramada by 63 square feet.  After viewing, committee voted to approve, noting that this was a variance in the design guidelines, but deciding not to alter the guidelines permanently.
